Instructors Guide


Objective:  Obtain proficiency in advanced emergency procedures used in finding and assisting an entrapped firefighter.  Use of specialized equipment such as; TIC, airbags, cribbing, power saws, etc. is introduced into the evolutions.  Evolution should be done in as close to zero visibility as possible.

Thermal Imaging Camera used with every evolution now.  Note: TIC user directs other Firefighters in how to free the trapped Firefighter.

Training facility or burn building required
	1. Teams Perform RIT Activation for Firefighter entrapped in wire.
	· Tools are staged and ready to go.

· Prepare RIT pack before entry

· Use of Search rope. Last position has rope bag.

· Team stays together.

· Entire team not in victim room.

· Perform change-over steps in parallel.

· Last FF in, leads out.

· Team chooses appropriate drag technique.

· Team should have enough equipment (wire cutters) to free FF without calling for additional resources.


Part 2 – Air Bags

Training facility or burn building required
	1. Teams Perform RIT Activation for Firefight entrapped by a fallen beam.  Simulate that the beam must be moved by mechanical means.  This case use air bags.  

Simulation can be as simple as a 2x4 on the FF.
	· Tools are staged and ready to go.

· Prepare RIT pack before entry

· Use of Search rope. Last position has rope bag.

· Team stays together.

· Entire team not in victim room.

· First team identifies entrapment, calls for additional resources.

· Second team will need to stage air bag equipment (pre-connect) into stokes basket.

· Second team follows rope and brings in equipment to first team.

· Perform change-over steps in parallel.

· Last FF in, leads out.

· Team chooses appropriate drag technique.


Part 3 - Hydraulics

Training facility or burn building required

Portable gas or hand power hydraulic pump needed. 

Truck reels could be used if truck was close enough
	1. Teams Perform RIT Activation for Firefighter entrapped by a fallen beam.  Simulate that the beam must be moved by mechanical means.  This case use hydraulic tools.

Note: Don’t use “live” victims around power tools.
	· Tools are staged and ready to go.

· Prepare RIT pack before entry

· Use of Search rope. Last position has rope bag.

· Team stays together.

· Entire team not in victim room.

· First team identifies entrapment, calls for additional resources.

· Second team will need to setup hydraulic equipment (pre-connect).

· Second team follows rope and brings in equipment to first team.

· Hydraulic power pack can’t run in smoke.

· Perform change-over steps in parallel.

· Last FF in, leads out.

· Team chooses appropriate drag technique.

	1. Teams Perform RIT Activation for Firefighter down or entrapped above or below ground level.

Consider Stokes basket or bucket truck removal.    
	· Tools are staged and ready to go.

· Prepare RIT pack before entry

· Use of Search rope. Last position has rope bag.

· Team stays together.

· Entire team not in victim room.

· First team identifies entrapment, calls for additional resources. (if needed)

· Perform change-over steps in parallel.

· Last FF in, leads out.

· Team chooses appropriate drag technique.


Part 5 – Power Saws

Training facility or burn building required
	1. Teams Perform RIT Activation for an injured Firefighter.  Second team performs an enlarged opening technique.
	· Tools are staged and ready to go.

· Prepare RIT pack before entry

· Use of Search rope. Last position has rope bag.

· Team stays together.

· Entire team not in victim room.

· First team identifies need for an enlarged opening.

· A First Team member “protects” area where cut is being made to avoid injury to others.

· Second team will created opening using power tools.

· Perform change-over steps in parallel.

· Teams remove FF using enlarged opening.
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
